About 14 teams were screened off after the first round and only 12 of them could 
make it to the next round. Second round was played enthusiastically by the participants and then after 
the winners were to be decided. The winners were chosen on the basis of how fluent and confident 
they were during their debate and how much they knew about the given topic. The winner who got 
the best speaker award was Jagannath Jha. The best team award was given to Team 3 as both the 
team members were confident throughout their debate and the award of best interjector was given to 
Jagannath Jha as well.
