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Pawan Guru Paani Pita : Environmental Concerns
in Guru Granth Sahib

The mother Earth is today reeling under the continuous onslaught by humans. Man has
forgotten that the world was a place given by the supreme lord to be a place of habitat for
hundreds and millions of organisms and species and that they were supposed to live in
harmony with each other as well as take care of the earth that sustains them. Greed and
selfishness has no place in this schema of things. However, man with his unsatiable greed has
played havoc on mother Nature and exploited other living beings as well. The air is so
polluted today that instead of breathing energy into the body it has become the harbinger of
many deadly diseases. The water flowing in the rivers has been reduced to a stink and the
aquatic life threatened to the point of extinction. The forests that are the lungs of mankind are
being denuded from the face of earth.

Guru Nanak, the first guru of the Sikhs, was not only a saint but also a philosopher
whose vision was much ahead of his times. Guru Granth Sahib decreed that the purpose of
man's life is to live in perfect harmony.

“Creating the world, God has made it a place to practice spirituality”
(Guru Granth Sahib, ang. 1035.)

Guru Nanak envisioned a society of realised human beings. He was sure that if humans are
spiritually inclined then the universe would be a sacred place to inhabit where harmony
would be the key word. He laid the foundation of Sikhism in the late 15" century and
emphasised the importance of the environment in Japji Sahib:

Pawan Guru Paani Pita...

Here, nature is revered as sacred, with air seen as the teacher, water as the father and the earth
as the nurturing mother. This verse promotes an ecological consciousness and respect for the
environment. These immortal words contain the eternal philosophy of respect for the
environment. Guru Nanak envisioned a world society composed of God-conscious
individuals who have realized the Divine. For these spiritual beings, the earth and the

universe are sacred, all life is interconnected, and their purpose is the spiritual elevation of
all.

During their lifetimes, Guru Nanak and his successors strived to create an ideal society
rooted in spiritual awareness and ethical integrity. The word 'Sikh' translates to disciple or
learner of the Truth. Guru Nanak's philosophy asserts that the external reality humans
construct reflects their inner state. The current instability of the natural world—the external
environment—mirrors the turmoil and suffering within humanity. Similarly, the growing
barrenness of the earth symbolizes the spiritual emptiness within people.

This worldview whereby all of creation is a manifestation of the Divine, is the need of the
hour. The Guru Granth Sahib, the eternal Guru and sacred scripture of the Sikhs, emphasizes
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that God pervades every aspect of existence—plants, animals, rivers, mountains, and the
elements are all expressions of the same divine energy.

"Ek pita ekas ke ham barik, tu mera gurhaayi."
(Guru Granth Sahib, Ang 611)

i.e "Thereis only one Father of all; we are all His children. You are my Guru, O Divine Lord."

Since the emphasis is on unity of all creation under one Divine source, it reinforces the idea
that everything in nature—plants, animals, rivers, and mountains—is interconnected and an
expression of the same divine presence. And also
"Tum sarab jia pratipala hara."”
(Guru Granth Sahib, Ang 1144)
i.e "You are the Nourisher of all beings."”

The emphasis clearly is on the fact that since it is God that sustains and nourishes all forms of
life, it clearly advocates respect and care for all living things. Hence respecting and living in
harmony with all living beings and the natural world in following his “Hukum”.

Not once but Guru Granth Sahib repeatedly affirms that everything in the universe is infused
with the presence of the Divine:

“The Lord Himself is in the trees and the plants, within and beyond them.” (Guru Granth
Sahib, Ang472)

This verse highlights that God is present not just in human beings but also in trees and plants,
underscoring the importance of respecting nature. Guru Nanak did not stop there but took
this a step further and pointed out to the interconnectedness of Life. Not only each of his
creations is interconnected into a bond but there is unity between the creator and the creation
as well each residing as well as emanating from the other:

“O Nanak, the creation is in the Creator, and the Creator is in the creation. The Creator
pervades everything and is always detached. ” (Guru Granth Sahib, Ang294)

And if the two are so intertwined with each other then it naturally follows that harming any
part of nature is akin to disrespecting the Divine.

“You are in the birds, and You are in the plants. You are in every heart and in every home.”
(Guru Granth Sahib, Ang 1350)

This verse reinforces the idea that animals, like humans, contain divine essence and should
be treated with kindness and compassion.

The Sikh gurus did not only preach but believed in setting a precept for other to follow. Guru
Nanak's philosophy of “Kirat Kamao” is a sign towards the same while emphasizing the
importance of clean water, famously stating: “Pavan Guru, Pani Pita, Mata Dharat Mahat”
(Guru Granth Sahib, Ang 8) Guru Nanak traveled extensively, spreading the message of
unity and respect for all creation. One of his most famous ecological contributions was
related to the Kali Bein River in Punjab. The river had become polluted due to human
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negligence. Guru Nanak, during his travels, noticed the contamination and took action. He
bathed in the river, meditated there, and emphasized the importance of keeping water bodies
clean. Today, this river has been restored and continues to be a symbol of Sikh environmental
consciousness. Following the footsteps shown by the great guru, people like Balbir Singh
Seechewal (who received Padma Shri award and was declared a Hero of Environment by
Time magazine) resurrected the 110-mile long (180 km) long Kali Bein rivulet.

Guru Angad Dev Ji was much ahead of his times and realising the importance of trees
encouraged Sikhs to plant more and more trees. He had understood the connection between
Afforestation and Physical Well-being. Hence he promoted wrestling (Mal Akhara) and
physical exercise, advocating a lifestyle connected to nature and outdoor activity.

Guru Amar Das Ji worked extensively on Water Conservation and Sustainability. There is an
interesting saakhi that narrated how Guru Amar Das noticed that villagers struggled to find
clean drinking water. Therefore, in response, he ordered the construction of a Baoli
(stepwell) at Goindwal Sahib. This stepwell had 84 steps, ensuring sustainable water access
while preventing wastage. This Baoli stands even today and is a pilgrimage site where Sikhs
gather to pay obeisance. If only they also realise reinforcing water conservation as a spiritual
duty they would be truly following the path their guru showed them. Aditionally Guruji also
promoted simple, plant-based food in the community kitchen (Langar), reducing harm to
animals and supporting sustainable agriculture.

Guru Ram Das Ji initiated the creation of Amrit Sarovar (Holy Pool) in Amritsar. Guru Ram
Das began the excavation of the sacred Amrit Sarovar (Pool of Nectar) in what would
become the city of Amritsar. The pool was designed not just as a religious site but as a
rainwater harvesting system to maintain the local water table. He planted trees around the
tank, creating a self-sustaining ecosystem.

Guru Arjan Dev Ji oversaw the completion of the holy pool in Amritsar, ensuring water
conservation and sustainability. He promoted afforestation and the maintenance of green
spaces around religious sites. He also emphasized non-violence towards nature, stating:

"Be kind to all beings, this is more meritorious than bathing at sacred shrines and giving
charity." (Guru Granth Sahib, Ang?259)

Guru Hargobind Ji maintained forests around Sikh centers to ensure a healthy environment
for all beings. Kiratpur Sahib is a beautiful example of this. It was built near forests and
rivers to promote ecological harmony.

Guru Har Rai Ji set up extensive herbal gardens in Kiratpur Sahib to promote natural
medicine and conservation of medicinal plants. He strictly forbade the killing of animals and
deforestation, emphasizing the interconnectedness of life. His gardens provided herbs that
were used to treat the sick, including Emperor Dara Shikoh, highlighting Sikhism's emphasis
on natural remedies.

Guru Tegh Bahadur Ji gave a beautiful percept of minimalist living by promoting simplicity
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and environmental balance. He encouraged Sikhs to take only what they needed from nature.
He spent time meditating in forests and mountains, demonstrating the spiritual connection
between humans and nature.

Guru Gobind Singh Ji, the Warrior Guru was also a Warrior for Nature and Protection of
Animals. As his Sikhs had taken up arms for the protection of the weak and helpless and had
to remain in forests for a longer stretch at times, nevertheless he encouraged ethical hunting
(Baaj Shikar) only for necessity, not for sport (hunting was a popular sport then done only for
pleasure). His poetry abounds in Symbolism of Nature and he often referred to nature in his
teachings, referring to Sikhs as "Lions" and emphasizing the strength of rivers and forests in
his poetry. He encouraged Sikhs to respect natural habitats and avoid unnecessary
destruction of flora and fauna.

To conclude, the Sikh Gurus not only preached respect for nature but also actively
contributed to its preservation through afforestation, water conservation, ethical treatment of
animals, and sustainable living practices. Their teachings, as recorded in the Guru Granth
Sahib, continue to inspire environmental responsibility and ecological balance in the
modern world. It is about time that we follow the precept laid in Guru Granth Sahib and only
then would we be in a position to call ourselves true Sikhs.
